Veterinarian: The veterinarian will be on call each show day. Phone numbers and information will be 

posted at the show grounds and in the show secretary’s office. 

 

Farrier: The farrier, Howard Walker, will be on site each show day. Phone numbers and information will be 

posted at the show grounds and in the show secretary’s office. 

 

Opportunity Classes: Horses and riders entered only in “Opportunity” classes are exempt from USEF and 

USDF membership requirements, and do not have to pay non-member or HID fees. Riders/horses entered in 

“opportunity” classes may not cross enter into other recognized classes at the show. Participants must 

abide by all USEF regulations pertaining to attire, tack and equipment for the recognized show. Reference 

GR821 for additional information. 

 

EVERY CLASS OFFERED HEREIN WHICH IS COVERED BY THE RULES AND SPECIFICATIONS OF THE CURRENT 

USEFRULE BOOK WILL BE CONDUCTED AND JUDGED IN ACCORDANCE THEREWITH. 

 

Sharps Containers: Competition management shall place a minimum of one sharps container per each 

competition, whether or not stabling is provided. Additionally, at least one sharps container per fifty 

occupied stalls for the disposal of needles and other disposable sharp instruments in convenient locations in 

barns housing competition horses. It is competition management’s responsibility to replace such containers 

when full and dispose of them properly. Competition management may fine any individuals including 

trainers, owners, exhibitors, or their agents up to $100 for improper disposal of needles or other sharp 

disposable instruments. If local law has different requirements, local law will prevail. 

 

Motorized Vehicle Statement: In accordance with GR1301.7: Minors who do not have a valid driver’s 

license which allows them to operate a motorized vehicle in the state in which they reside will not be 

permitted to operate a motorized vehicle of any kind including, but not limited to, golf carts, motorcycles, 

scooters, or farm utility vehicles, on the competition grounds of licensed competitions. Minors who have a 

valid temporary license may operate the above-described motorized vehicles as long as they are 

accompanied by an adult with a valid driver’s license. Violations of this rule will be cause for sanctions 

against the parent(s), guardian(s) and/or trainer(s) who are responsible for the child committing the 

offense. Penalties may include exclusion of the child, parent(s), guardian(s), and/or trainer(s) from the 

competition grounds for the remainder of the competition and charges being filed against any of the 

above individuals in accordance with Chapter 6. Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance devices for 

individuals with disabilities are exempt from this rule. 

 

2012 USEF MEMBERSHIP STATEMENT 

Life, senior active and junior active members shall be eligible to participate in all classes at Regular Competitions, Eventing 
Competitions at the Preliminary Level or above and Combined Driving Competitions at the Advanced Level, Dressage, Reining 
and Vaulting Competitions and Endurance Rides. A nonmember may participate as a handler, rider, driver, owner, lessee, 
agent, coach or trainer at Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions, Dressage Competitions, Reining Competitions and 
Combined Driving Competitions upon payment of a $30 nonmember registration fee. Participants in the following classes are 
exempted from the Requirements of this rule: 1) leadline; 2)exhibitions; 3) games and races; 4) classes for 4-H members; 5) 
walk trot and academy classes (academy classes are classes limited to horses used regularly in a lesson program); 6) USDF 
introductory level tests, pas de deux and quadrille classes; 7) NRHA Endorsed Reining Competitions. 8) Opportunity classes, 9) 
citizens of other nations who have proof, in English, of current membership in good standing of their own National Federation, 
10) USEA beginner novice division; and 11) assistant Shandlers in Dressage Sport Horse Breeding classes.  

 

ATTENTION COMPETITORS 

Each competitor is responsible for supplying management with correct association numbers 
(USDF, United States Equestrian Federation) for horse, owner, rider and trainer, before the 
day(s) of the competition. The scores of competitors who fail to supply correct numbers may not 
be counted toward national awards. 

 

HEADGEAR 

Effective March 1, 2011, for open dressage: Anyone mounted on a horse must wear protective 
headgear except those riders 18 and over on horses that are competing only at FEI levels abd 
tests at Prix St George level and above (including FEI Young Rider Tests, the USEF Developing 
Prix St George Test and the USEF Brentina Cup Test).
